<« Tamamushi-Nuri Lacquer Ware
With a number of layers of lacquer
coating applied to a plain surface,
this variety of lacquer ware
features a beautiful, deep tone and
sheen that call to mind the wings
of the tamamushi jewel beetle.

A Sendai Tansu (chest of drawers)
Sendai tansu is characterized by the application of very thin coats of
lacquer-thereby heightening the grain of the zelkova wood-along with the
splendid decorations of its hand-beaten metalwork. It has a long tradition
and is prized as folk furniture.
